Day 1 Fly to Hanoi

Various flight options available from London Heathrow

Day 2 In Hanoi

We arrive into Noi Bai airport this morning and transfer to our hotel. This afternoon we have a cyclo ride and

walking tour of the city’s Old Quarter. A welcome dinner has been arranged at a smart local restaurant. Two nights

at the Rex hotel (B,D)

Day 3 In Hanoi

This morning we visit the Ba Dinh Square were silent sentries guard the marble Mausoleum of Ho Chi Minh. We

continue to the ornate Temple of Literature and striking One Pillar Pagoda. The afternoon is left at leisure before

we take an early restaurant dinner in order to enjoy a performance of the city’s famed water puppetry (B,D)

Day 4 Visit Halong Bay
